“The EmPATH unit represents our shared commitment to providing compassionate, immediate
care for those in need. The EmPATH unit is more than just 16 beds; it’s a transformative approach
to mental health care. This is a calming environment, designed to stabilize individuals in crisis

within 23 hours. At full capacity, we anticipate serving 6,000 people annually,” says Blanton-Kitts.

The comprehensive program includes a walk-in triage/reception center and a dedicated, multidis-
ciplinary team of psychiatrists, nurse practitioners, master’s level clinicians, nurses, mental health
technicians and peer specialists.

“We know that this investment is going to make a difference for the people that are here,” said
Marie Williams, the Tennessee Commissioner of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services.
“We also know that it’s going to make a difference for their families and their loved ones. And
we know that this is going to be a model that we will replicate across this state, because when
McNabb is running it, it’s done right.”

EmPATH’s creation is a response to a critical community need. Three and a half years ago, area
hospitals, Knoxville and Knox County mayors, the commissioner and McNabb Center represen-
tatives met with the governor to advocate for a solution to the growing demand for mental health
services. “While we have crisis stabilization units, mobile crisis units and other initiatives, more
needs to be done,” Blanton-Kitts explained. “This unit is another step in our ongoing commitment
to provide comprehensive mental health care.”

“Research shows that 75% or more of psychiatric crises can be stabilized within 24 hours,”
Blanton-Kitts stated. “Here, services begin immediately upon arrival. We provide medical

care, including medication, and wrap-around services that follow patients into the community,
ensuring they find stable housing and support.” The EmPATH Unit opened in early June and is
available for walk-ins 24/7, 365 days a year.

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$20 MILLION GRANTED FOR OPIOID ABATEMENT

he McNabb Center has been awarded a total of over $20

million to be used over the next three years from the

Tennessee Opioid Abatement Fund. This significant award
will fuel important initiatives in our community, including:

New Blount County Transition Center:
Offering support for individuals navigating the challenges after
release from incarceration. Includes 32 units of recovery housing.

Jail to Work Re-entry Program:

Helping those affected by the opioid crisis reintegrate into the
workforce and break the cycle of addiction. This program is avail-
able in Hamblen, Blount and Claiborne counties. Additionally,
funding allows for a partnership with the Jefferson County Jail to
provide medication assisted treatment (MAT) services.

TN Tennessee
State Government

Opioid Use Disorder Comprehensive Recovery Continuum:
Expanding access to life-saving treatment and support services.
Serving 16 counties in the East Tennessee region.

Judicial District 10 Collaborative:

Provides MAT treatment and recovery support services to individ-
uals being released from jail in Bradley, McMinn, Monroe and
Polk counties.

This funding was made possible through the Tennessee Opioid
Abatement Council’s first-ever community grants. These grants
are a result of Attorney General Jonathan Skrmetti’s tenacious
efforts to hold companies accountable for their role in the opioid
crisis.

Recovery High School. Elevate is a community partnership between the McNabb Center and Knox County Schools as well as other
community organizations to provide a unique program where high school students receive their individual and group intensive
outpatient services and academic programming on a flexed schedule, and learn and work on their sobriety in a stigma-free safe
environment.

Funds raised for Elevate will be restricted to construction of the school building, which will be a standalone, 7,000-square-foot high
school consisting of three traditional classrooms, an outdoor classroom, a virtual classroom, cafeteria, group and individual treat-

ment rooms and office spaces. The Foundation is excited to announce that staff raised more than $118,000 this year!
